There are advantages and disadvantages to carrying openly compared with carrying concealed. Carrying in pl
provides more of an i mmediate deterrent as Longbs stfd
you dondét have to worry about concealing it. Thi s yaus
can get it into action more quickly.

On the downside, it will attract more attention from police, customers, friends, liberal acquaintances, and other
likely to be less secure unless you carry it in one of those holsters used by uniformed police officers that requiratinpem
can opener, and a secret chant before you can extract the gun from the holster.

Texans can carry openly on their own property or on private property with the consent of the owner. How many
have you been in a gun store and seen the staff wearing openly? Perhaps this is sufficient. Write to us. Let us know w
think about open carry and whether the association should have a policy.

| select these three schools for discussion for two separate but equally important reasons. First, all have
death tolls of ten people or over. And secondly, all three massacres have similar etigéngjsooter (or
shooters) all took their own life instead of engaging the heavily armed police force.

Now, | bring up my second point because | feel it represents the biggest flaw in the mindset we cur-
rently obtain when gauging one of these killers. Each of these shooters, while obviously suffering from
some sort of mental deterioration, all possess enough common sense to deduct that if they are confronted
by those who are armetthey will be shot at and more than likely be kill€d.me, this expresses the bakic
logic these shooters use when deciding where to vent their rage, at a place where no one will challenge
them with opposing gunfire.

However, other elements must be considered regarding they choice of location to kill. For ipstance,
it can be deducted that the symbolism obtained while shooting at the people who caused them pa|n or grie
can heavily influence the reasoning of these killers. While | am not trying to undermine this mindset
(which | personally agree is accurate), | am letting it be known that for the sake of this article it is heing
ignored, with justification stemming from other massacres which have been perpetrated by grown|men
who used other areas tFrraedki tZiomrealdl.y Ekknaonwpn etso |i nec |
killed seven in his office building in 1988, adaimes David Atkissonyho murdered two at a Unitarian
Church in Tennessee earlier this year. For most school shooters, the fact that the cause of their pain and
anguish is a heavily populated area with no way of defending itself is a convenient coincidence.

Now, an important question to ask oneselfBy are these areas being attacked by those wielding
firearms?The answer to this question, as mentioned above, is that these people know that those who are
unarmed are easier to kill than those who are armed. Hence, they attack places like schools, churthes, an
office buildings. How many have heard instances of shooters bringing a nine millimeter to a police| sta-
tion? Outside of Hollywood, there are very few attacks on police stations or similar institutions, at least in
relation to how many have -bcewerZedead.the atore

Now, why is this? It is because these people are not looking for a fight. More times than not, these
people are losers themselves, and are looking for the polar opposite of conflict. They want a place to re-
lease their rage, a place where they know they will be running the show if they brandish a firearm.

Now, how can one combat this? The solution is easy, and very few are willing to acknowledge it.
Let those who have the appropriate certification carry concealed handguns while on a school campus.
This way, when one finds himself under attack, those around him who have a gun on them can take care c
the problem, or at | east distract the shooter,
